The Maintenance Operative will support a team of five fitters and will be responsible for general site 

maintenance. 

Main Duties

• To work closely with the site management to ensure all maintenance work is prioritised

• To ensure any breakdowns or problems are resolved quickly and efficiently as possible, using
the resources available

• Provide a 24/7 callout service with the assistance from the current maintenance team

• To assist with any 3rd party contractors in carrying out their duties on our sites as and when
required

• Light building work e.g. block laying, painting etc.

• Maintain Health, Safety and Hygiene standards in accordance with Company rules and
regulations
